Congressional Update, SCHIP

For the second year in arow, Congress will be facing afull
plate of appropriations bills after Labor Day, as the September
30 close of the current fiscal year approaches. Like last year,
when Republicans controlled both chambers, lawmakers
departed for their August recess without sending any of the
spending bills for the next fiscal year to President Bush.

Bush’s proposed spending cap remains at the center of
uncertainty regarding appropriations, asit was last year. The
president is threatening to veto most of the Democrats’
spending bills this year because, collectively, they would
exceed his proposed $933 billion overall discretionary
spending cap by $23 billion.

The State Children®Health Insurance Program (SCHIP) has
been in the news lately because it must be reauthorized by
Congress by September 27, 2007 and al so because the House
version includes key changes to Medicare and Medicaid. The
House version of the SCHIP bill (HR 3162) would cost $15
billion more than the Senate version. Senate Republicans are
threatening to withdraw their support for the bill if the
conference report "goes one iota beyond" the provisions of the
original Senate bill.

There are important differences between the bills. The House
bill would expand SCHIP by $47.8 billion over the next five
yearsto cover 6 million more children. It would pay for the
expansion by phasing out overpayments to Medicare
Advantage plans by 2011 and prohibit private plans from
charging higher cost-sharing than traditional Medicare. In the
Medicare Advantage program, private insurers provide benefits
to seniorsin place of the government. The plans are paid about
12 percent more per beneficiary, on average, than traditional
Medicare costs and many offer benefits that Medicare does not
cover. The insurance industry warns that M edicare Advantage
plans around the country would fold if the cuts are enacted.

The House bill would also raise tobacco taxes, including a
45-cent increase in the cigarette tax, to 84 cents per pack,
and it would increase Medicare physician reimbursement by
0.5 percent replacing the impending fee cuts of 10% in 2008
and 5% in 2009

The Senate bill would expand SCHIP by $35 billion over the

next five years, gradually push adults out of SCHIP. It would
not cut Medicare Advantage, but instead would rely on alarger
tobacco tax increase, including a 61-cent increase in the
cigarettetax, to_$1 per pack.

The Bush Administration opposes the cigarette tax increases. In
an attempt to get as many Republican votes as possible to vote
for the SCHIP bill, House Democrats included a two-year
extension of the abstinence education program. Thisisa
complete about-face as the D@planned to let it die. However,
they added changes to require the program to provide
medically accurate information and demonstrate effectiveness
in reducing pregnancy and HIV/AIDS rates.

Proposed Bylaws Change

Our present bylaws allow each member to opt out of having
their information released, but there are very few restrictions on
who can actually receive the list. In fact, any candidate
(Republicans?) can get the list for $35. The only restrictionis
that it not be used for commercia purposes. We understand the
privacy concerns of our members and the changes we are
proposing should allow those who have a legitimate use for the
list to receiveit, and yet still protect our members’ privacy.

Many of our members opt out of having their information
released, probably because they fear tons of junk mail and
dinnertime phone calls. Thisleavesalist that isn't of much use
to the people who ask for it. Actualy, there are very few
reguests for the list and most of the time it is from our elected
representatives inviting membersto fundraisers.

The executive board proposes that the opt out provision be
eliminated but to protect our members from unwanted mail, to
tighten up who can receive the list and to release it only in hard
copy form so that it would be difficult to pass on. Neither phone
numbers nor e-mails would be rel eased except with 2/3' s vote of
the board. It would be a rare occasion and only with a good
reason that the phone numbers or e-mails addresses would ever
be released.

Section 5. Use of the District Member and Mailing List
a. Thelistswill be released only in hard copy form. Mailing
labels will be provided at cost except as provided in Section 3).

b. Thelistswill not include phone numbers or e-mail addresses
except by a two-thirds vote of the Executive Board.

c. Thelists may be released to:
1) An endorsed candidate or ballot issue campaign,

2) Anincumbent Democrat whose office represents the 34™
District,

3) Candidates who have filed for an office representing the 34"
District and who are seeking our endorsement. The charge for
such a list will be $50.

4) The Executive Board may approve, by a two-thirds vote,
release of thelist or liststo other organizations, candidates,
ballot issue campaigns, or for any other purpose.

5) The digtrict organization has the right to refuse to give out
any list for any reason. A decision to refuse accessto a list shall
be made by the chair, or, if not available, thefirst vice chair,
who shall report such refusal to the Executive Board. A
majority of the Board isrequired to override the decision of the
chair or vice-chair.

Our present bylaws are too lengthy to print here, but they
specify that alist be made available, including addresses, phone
numbers, and e-mail addresses, to any PCO, member, or
endorsed candidate. Any other candidate could receive a PCO
list for $25, or a complete member list for $35. If thelist isto be
used for commercial purposes, the chair or, if not available, the
first vice chair, may refuse to release the list, with timely review
by the Executive Board. A two-thirds majority of the Board is
required to override the decision of the chair or vice chair.
