Two days later we had a fantastic time at the annual Garden Party 
and Auction. New York Vinnie kept us all rolling as emcee, Herban 
Feast had a jaw-dropping spread of food for us to enjoy, and Grupo 
Amoroso had us swaying to great Brazilian rhythms. Thanks to all of 
you who came and made it such a success. We raised nearly 
$7,000 and will consider how to use our funds at the September 
meeting. Special thanks to Chris Porter, Fundraising Chair, and all 
the volunteers who made it an evening to remember! 
 
Also at the September meeting will be endorsements for the general election. Our endorsement rules, as passed 
by the members in May, created a situation in which we would need to reconsider all endorsements. This was an 
unforeseen and regrettable consequence, so your Executive Board has recommended an amendment to resolve 
the situation (See page 7).

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An electronic version of the newsletter is coming soon, 
perhaps as early as next month. It will be the same as this 
one, but with one addition:  COLOR! If you still want to 
receive a paper newsletter, you can do that, but remember 
the trees—and the cost. More information will be coming to 
you in next month’s newsletter or by e-mail. 
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Last month State Lands Commissioner Peter Goldmark declared that Glacier was not working 
under the terms of their lease and to stop work until questions were answered. After the 
newsletter went to print, Glacier sent Goldmark a 17 page letter letting it be known that they 
didn’t see it that way, and were planning on going ahead with the project that very week. A 
protest was planned at the site, but it turned into a victory party when word came in that 
Glacier had lost the case that Preserve Our Islands had brought against them and the Army 
Corps of Engineers. U.S. District Court Judge Ricardo Martinez ruled that the Army Corps of 
Engineers had not thoroughly assessed how  the operation might harm the salmon and orcas, 
which are protected by the Endangered Species Act. Martinez ruled that  the cumulative 
impact of hundreds of small changes must be taken into account. “Which raindrop caused the 
flood?” he asked. He ordered a much more stringent review before the permit would be 
reinstated. This could take years. In reality, the ability of the Corps to reinstate the permit after 
these complex evaluations is highly unlikely.  After many years and many heartbreaks, this is 
a huge victory for Preserve Our Islands, and Puget Sound.

A discussion group 
meets from 10:30 to 11:15. The topic has not yet been 
decided. 
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This resolution, proposed by Senator Joe McDermott, was 
approved by the membership at our August meeting. 
 
The Washington State Legislature passed legislation, which was 
signed by the Governor, in 2007, 2008, and 2009. In 2007, 
legislation was passed establishing Domestic Partner registration 
in the State of Washington, and provided rights and 
responsibilities for domestic partners such as the right to hospital 
visitation and other critical health care and inheritance issues. In 
2008, legislation was passed that expanded Domestic Partner-
ship rights and responsibilities, giving domestic partners standing 
under laws covering probate and trusts, community property, and 
guardianship. In 2009, the Legislature overwhelmingly passed 
the Domestic Partnership Expansion Law of 2009 which included 
all the remaining rights and responsibilities currently provided to 
married couples by the State of Washington. In addition, this 
legislation provides essential rights and responsibilities to gay 
and lesbian couples who are denied the right to legally marry and 
couples where at least one partner is 62.  
 
These rights include death benefits for the partners of police and 
firefighters killed in the line of duty; pension benefits for the 
partners of teachers and other public employees; victims’ rights, 
including the right to receive notifications and benefits 
allowances; the right to use sick leave to care for a seriously ill 
partner; the right to workers’ compensation benefits if a partner is 
killed in the course of employment; and the right to receive 
unemployment benefits if an employee must leave a job to care 
for a seriously ill partner; 
 
More than 5,000 domestic partnership registrations have been 
filed, in every county in Washington State, providing essential 
protections to families. But a group of socially conservative 
activists have filed signatures with the Secretary of State to 
qualify Referendum 71 to keep the Domestic Partnership 
Expansion Law of 2009 from going into effect and to repeal the 
law. Referendum 71 asks the question should the Domestic 
Partnership Expansion Bill of 2009 be Approved or Rejected. 
 
If  a majority of voters vote to reject  Referendum 71, over 5,000 
couples in the State of Washington would be denied the over 200 
protections already enjoyed by legally married couples and 
thereby denied equal protection under the law. Repealing the 
Domestic Partnership Law is contrary to the beliefs and platform 
of the Democratic Party and our belief in equality, fairness and 
supporting all families; 
 
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Democratic Party of 
the 34th Legislative District  in the State of Washington 
endorses the Washington Families Standing Together Campaign 
and urges all voters to Approve Referendum 71 in order to retain 
the Domestic Partnership Law.  
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King County Council Chair Dow Constantine told KCDCC 
members last night that his campaign for County Executive 
puts our Democratic Party values on the line and challenges 
the entire notion of “nonpartisanship.” Constantine, greeted 
by a standing ovation, accused the Republicans and his 
general election opponent, Susan Hutchison, of trying to fool 
the voters that “experience in government is somehow not a 
good thing and that lack of experience in government is a 
good thing.” Although the election is technically called 
“nonpartisan,” Hutchison is heavily endorsed and supported 
by Republicans and known right-wingers, and has 
contributed to Republican candidates. 
 
Pending certification of the primary election, the four 
Democratic candidates for County Executive racked up 62 
percent of the vote. Hutchison, the lone Republican, got 33 
percent, and fringe candidates divided the remaining 5 
percent. Constantine, with 26 percent of the vote, got more 
than twice as many votes as either of his three Democratic 
primary opponents. 
 
KCDCC delegates also heard from Port of Seattle candidate 
Rob Holland, who thanked Democrats for his front-runner 
status coming out of the primary. Max Vekich is the other 
endorsed Port Commission candidate. 
 
Delegates gave a dual endorsement to County Assessor 
candidates Lloyd Hara and Bob Rosenberger. Hara is 
presently a Port Commissioner, and has served as Seattle 
City Treasurer and King County Auditor. Rosenberger is a 
longtime employee in the Assessor’s office. Both have been 
active in Democratic Party activities. 
 
Legislative Action Committee co-chair Steve Zemke spoke of 
the importance of defeating the Tim Eyman initiative, I-1033, 
in November. Zemke said support for 1033 goes down when 
Eyman’s name is linked to it. If passed, it would freeze 
government services and prevent cities and counties from 
using federal stimulus money, and would be a net job-killer. 
The next LAC meeting will be Sunday, September 20 at  
2 PM at the Northgate Library. 
 
KCDCC approved resolutions in support of a public option in 
any federal health care program, and in favor of retaining the 
precinct caucus system in presidential primaries. 
 
Chair Tim Nuse, King County Committeeman Ivan Weiss, 
and King County Committeewoman Alternate Asha 
Mohamed represented the 34th District Democrats.

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This resolution was submitted by Karl De Jong and will be 
considered at our September 9 meeting. 
 
Washington State boasts many of America's most talented 
audio, live performance, and video performers and 
technicians, and the best and most professional of these are 
members of five AFL-CIO member unions: American 
Federation of Musicians (AFM), the American Federation of 
Television and Radio Artists (AFTRA), the International 
Alliance of Theatrical Stage Employees (IATSE), Moving 
Picture Technicians, Artists and Allied Crafts, the International 
Brotherhood of Electrical Workers' Broadcast Unit (IBEW), 
and the Screen Actors Guild (SAG). 
  
A strong economy is based upon jobs that provide safe 
working conditions, a fair and living wage, and health and 
retirement benefits; These performers and technicians want to 
be financially responsible for providing their own health 
insurance and retirement benefits, and they can only pay into 
those benefit plans through contributions earned while 
working under union contracts. 
  
The proven cost difference between work done under a union 
contract and that done outside of union agreements is 
negligible and it is in the interest of all to encourage and 
support union workers.  
  
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that members of the 
Washington State Democrats shall produce all live 
productions, trade shows, electronically-generated or 
recorded media projects, for broadcast or internal use, under 
contracts with AFM, AFTRA, IATSE, IBEW, or SAG, and that 
they employ only members of those unions in those 
productions; and,  
  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that members of the 
Washington State Democrats shall encourage their 
employers, both private and public, to likewise produce all live 
productions, trade shows, electronically-generated or 
recorded media projects, for broadcast or internal use, under 
contracts with AFM, AFTRA, IATSE, IBEW, or SAG, and that 
they employ only members of those unions in those 
productions. 
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This resolution, submitted for our approval by Lisa Plymate, 
M.D., was approved by King County Democrats at the 
August 25  meeting.  
 
It is stated in the National Democratic Platform of 2008,  
“We believe that covering all is not just a moral imperative, 
but is necessary to making our health system workable and 
affordable ….Families and individuals should have the 
option of keeping the coverage they have or choosing from 
a wide array of health insurance plans, including many 
private health insurance options and a public plan.” 
 
Barack Obama campaigned for a public option when we 
selected him as our Democratic nominee and elected him 
President. As President, he stated on July 18, 2009 that 
“Any plan I sign must have an insurance exchange…with a 
variety of plans including a public option…to increase 
competition and keep insurance companies honest.” 
Democrats have majorities in both the House and the 
Senate of the U.S. Congress. 
 
Co-operatives, an alternative to a public option currently 
under consideration by the Senate Finance committee, have 
never been tested as a model in the proposed format, and 
there is no evidence that they would save costs, work 
efficiently, or provide quality care; however, there is 
evidence that federally funded and run programs such as 
the V.A. system and Medicare do provide quality care in an 
efficient manner. 
 
Democrats have majorities in both houses of Congress. The 
need for significant health care reform is the #1 domestic 
priority of the American people, above and beyond any need 
for bipartisan compromise. 
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the 34th Legislative 
District urges President Obama to fight hard for the public 
option he campaigned for and that the American people 
want; 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 34th LD urges  our 
U.S. Senators and Representatives to support—by both 
advocating for and voting for—a strong public option as part 
of health care reform this fall; specifically, we urge Senator 
Maria Cantwell  to work with the Finance Committee  to 
substitute a public option for co-operatives in their bill, as 
desired by her constituents; 
 
BE IT FUTHER RESOLVED that the 34th LD supports 
Speaker Nancy Pelosi’s insistence on retaining a public 
option in the House version of the health care bill; 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED  the 34th LD urges Senator 
Harry Reid  to support a public option in the Senate version 
of the bill; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 34th LD thanks our 
State Representative Eileen Cody and State Senator Karen 
Keiser for supporting a public option as she works with other 
state legislators from around the country in their weekly 
conference calls to the White House. 
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In Case You Missed Our Last Meeting. . . 
The Hall at Fauntleroy  was absolutely packed! There were 
estimates as high as 400 people. That was probably a bit 
optimistic, but it was SRO, and even then there was little 
room to move. You had to fight to get to the food table. The 
word had mistakenly gone out that Jim McDermott was 
holding a Town Hall style meeting, not our monthly business 
meeting, so not surprisingly we had more than our usual 
number of guests. MoveOn had encouraged their members to 
attend, and a lot of their members not only attended, but 
became members of the 34th District Democrats. (Welcome 
aboard!) It might have helped that only members would be 
allowed to speak, but people seemed happy to join an 
organization that would sponsor a forum such as this one. 
 
But MoveOn and supporters of Single Payer or the Public 
Option weren’t our 
only guests. There 
were people in the 
back with signs 
opposing any 
change, but for the 
most part, they 
were respectful 
and did not disrupt 
the meeting. One 
cry of “That’s a lie” 
could be heard, but 
that was about all. 
And that person 
was told he would 
have to be 
respectful of the 
speaker or leave, 
and he cooperated. 
Most of them stayed outside the hall and any rowdiness came 
from enthusiastic supporters of McDermott. This was a group 
of people dedicated to changing our health care system and 
they added energy to the meeting, and  an energetic meeting 
it was.  
 
The usual business at the beginning of a meeting was 
dispensed with so that we could get on with the Health Care 
Forum. But first, we heard from the Raging Grannies, who 
were singing outside and were invited in to sing for us.  
 
Lisa Plymate, our King County Committeewoman and  
organizer of  the forum, introduced Congressman Jim 
McDermott, to enthusiastic applause. It was clear that this 
was a crowd that wanted to see a health care plan with at 
least a public option, if not single payer.  
 
McDermott remarked that our huge turnout was an indication 
that the biggest domestic issue that faces us is providing 
health security for everyone. He thinks that things are 
different from what they were in in 1993-94 when the Clinton 
sponsored reform was soundly defeated. Things were going 
well then and it didn’t seem urgent. Now, costs have risen, 
and in addition, there is business and union support for 
change.  
 
He spoke about our Group Health Cooperative of Puget 
Sound as a system that works. Doctors are paid a salary so 

when they are looking at a patient, they are thinking about 
what this patient needs, not about how to make the most 
money, perhaps to pay for huge education expenses.  
 
Craig Salins of Washington Public Campaigns reminded us 
that if our legislators are elected with public financing and are 
not beholden to insurance and pharmaceutical companies, 
change will happen more easily. 
 
After the forum, we elected a new Secretary. Tim Nuse 
thanked Miki Meahan for her work and explained that she had 
submitted her resignation due to pressing family concerns. 
Dorsol Plants nominated Michael Taylor-Judd, and Miki 
seconded the motion. There were no other nominations. 
Michael Taylor-Judd is our new Secretary, elected 
unanimously. Congratulations, Michael. 
 
Lloyd Hara and Robert Rosenberger are candidates for King 
County Assessor, a race that will be on the November ballot 
due to the resignation of Scott Noble. 34th District Democrats 
member Richard Medved considered the race, but is 
recovering from a stroke. Both Hara and Rosenberger 
explained why they were running for this office. Hara 
explained that his experience as City Treasurer and King 
County Auditor would help him make needed changes. 
Rosenberger, as a former appraiser, has the technical 
experience to run the office. 
 
Senator Joe McDermott and Representative Sharon Nelson 
made a pitch to support Dow Constantine in his race for King 
County Executive. Signup sheets were passed around for 
phone banking. 
 
Joe McDermott then made a motion to suspend the rules in 
order to submit a resolution that was not printed in the 
newsletter, endorsing approval of Referendum 71. 
Remember, a Yes vote is needed for the Referendum passed 
by the State Legislature that will allow same sex couples most 
of the rights of married couples. The resolution is printed on 
page 5 of this newsletter, in accordance with our bylaws. The 
motion passed unanimously. 
 
Vice Chair Kim Becklund announced that the District had 
received a $4,000 gift from SEIU Healthcare. She made a 
motion to donate $3,000 to Dow Constantine $500 to Dorsol 
Plants, and $500 to Max Vekich. Chris Porter spoke against 
the motion explaining that the  check had been received the 
previous evening and the Executive Board needed time to 
consider it. Marcee Stone asked about the current state of the 
organization’s budget. Our Finance Chair Walter Sive 
explained that there was around $15,000 on hand with 
budgeted expenses of around $7,500 for the rest of the year, 
$3,000 for GOTV efforts, and a goal to hold the $5,000 
bequest from Nels Ekroth for a special purpose. Even with the 
money to be raised at the Garden Party, he expected to have 
less money at the end of the year than had been budgeted. 
The motion was tabled to allow the Executive Board more 
time to consider it.

Questions such as these are at the core of our public life, and at the heart 
of Sandel’s belief that a firm grasp of philosophy can help us make sense 
of politics, morality, and our own convictions.
